Canadian Housing Market remains strong this Fall 

Community News, Home, Real Estate Tips & More | Fall 2021 

 Young families driving demand for single-detached homes in cities 
across the country 

 Canadian housing market prices are anticipated to increase by 5% in 
the remaining months of 2021, according to RE/MAX brokers and 
agents. 

 26/29 major Canadian housing markets analyzed are seller’s 
markets, driven by lack of supply and high demand. 

 
Ontario has seen some of the highest average residential price increases 
across single-detached homes in the country, with the majority of regions 
(13 out of 16), experiencing increases between 20 and 35.5 per cent. The 
outlier markets that experienced price increases below 20 per cent include 
Toronto (+14.6 per cent), Thunder Bay (+17.1 per cent) and Mississauga 
(+19.7 per cent). 
 
The condo and townhome segment in all of these regions has also 
performed well, with smaller and more suburban markets such as 
Kitchener, North Bay, London, Peterborough, and Southern Georgian Bay 
seeing a higher surge. The estimated price outlook for the remainder of 
the year ranges from a two-per-cent price decrease in North Bay, to 
increases across the other regions ranging between 2 and 15 per cent.
